Description

Amerimix SI 700 Preblended Stucco is a preblended mixture of sand, cement
and proprietary chemical additives. SI 700 is ideal for stucco scratch, brown,
and finish coats. This product meets ASTM C926 property requirements.

Materials

SI 700 is preblended in an automated, quality controlled process, and contains
Portland cement ASTM C150, Hydrated Lime ASTM C207 and sand ASTM
(897. The final product is designed to comply with the property requirements
of ASTM €926 Standard Specification for Application of Portland Cement
Based Plaster. It is gray in color.

Installation

Mixing: Pour clean water into mixer, approximately 1.5 gallons per 80 Ib.
bag. Add dry stucco. Add additional water in small amounts if necessary.
Water may be added up to the maximum amount that is consistent with
optimum workability. For best product performance, SI 700 Preblended
Stucco should be mixed for 5 minutes in a mechanical batch mixer to ensure
consistency and workability.

Retempering: Retempering S| 700 Preblended Stucco is limited to 1.5
hours in the summer and 2.5 hours in the winter after initial batch mixing.
Retempering will not adversely affect stucco quality if only evaporated water
is replaced.

Application: S| 700 Preblended Stucco should be applied in accordance
with ASTM €926, traditional best practices, and local building codes. All
surfaces should be dampened prior to application.

Curing: Under extremely hot, dry, or windy conditions stucco should be
allowed to cure slowly by spraying with a fine fog mist of water.

SI 700 Preblended Stucco is available in 3,000 Ib. super sacks and 80 Ib. bags.
Sl 700 contains cement and should be covered to protect from weather.
